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their evangelisation. They had a formidable
leader in Charles Mortel and they had
enough military power to drive the Muslim
armies back into Spain. But for this it is likely
that a large part of Europe would have come
under the control of Islam and our history
would be very different to what it is now. It is
thanks to Scholastica and her brother
Benedict that they and their successors kept
the light of Christianity burning in a time of
darkness.

We pray that this light will continue to shine
especially in our own country, which is going
through a period of rapid change and
diversification right now. We pray that
through the intercession of St. Scholistica we
will keep our bearings and remain rooted in
the heritage that has served us well
Fr.

Ever wondered what we
really means and what is understood when
we talk about it.

Evangelical repentance consists of:

3. An actual hatred of sin and turning

4. A persistent effort after a holy life in a

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ST SCHOLASTICA - A LIGHT IN A DARK AGE

St. Scholastica was the sister of St. Bernard, the founder of
Western Monasticism. She was probably born in 480AD,
which was a time of great upheaval. The Western Roman
Empire had collapsed while the Eastern Empire ruled by
Justinian from Constantinople continued.

St Scholastica remained close to her famous brother Benedict
all her life and was with him at Monte Cassino, south of Rome
when he established the first Benedictine Monastery. The great
Western tradition of Monasticism had begun and Scholastica
was in charge of a community of women near Cassino under
the direction of Benedict. These were the first Benedictine
Nuns. They were to be instrumental in re-evangelising Europe
at a time of chaos and turmoil as rival barbarian tribes fought
for supremacy in the political vacuum left in Rome. This was
the era known as the Dark Ages and it is considered to have
begun when the Emperor Justinian closed the great centre of
learning in Athens — the Akademia. By doing this Justinian
brought to an end the Classical era of Greece and Rome and
into this vacuum Benedict and Scholastica activated a new
Intellectual and Spiritual force through the monasteries. It was
the men and women of these monasteries who saved the works
of antiquity and gradually Christianised the barbarian tribes
who were fighting with each other to fill the political vacuum
left by Rome.

It is no co-incidence that a new and powerful force entered
into this scene of confusion. The rise of Islam occurred
within 150 years after Rome’s collapse. Its phenomenal
expansion occurred rapidly all across Northern Africa, into
Spain and even as far as France.

Here at the Battle of Tours the Islamist incursion was stopped
by the Frankish armies under the command of Charles “the
Hammer” Mortel. The Franks had only recently been

Christianised and Benedictine monks had played a large part in
