1. Read this story a first time. What words or 

images resonate with you? 

2. Reading the text a second time, we listen 

out for what is being said and who is saying 

it. 

3. As we read the text a third time, we notice what the disciples 

are seeing and feeling.

2. “Let me make three tents …” When have we

What challenges did you face? 

4. “Arise, and do not be afraid…” When have we found the strength 

and courage to get up after a fall? Who helped us find this strength, 

courage and hope?

Six days later, Jesus took with him Peter and James and his 
brother John and led them up a high mountain, by 
themselves. And he was transfigured before them, and his 
face shone like the sun, and his clothes became dazzling 
white.
